First Earlies                 (Plant March-June Harvest June-August)

Duke of York: Pale yellow tubers, smooth and attractive.  They are waxy, almost salad potatoes at the start of their season but quickly mature to become more floury.  A versatile variety

Cara: It has high yields, weed-suppressing vigour and high disease resistance.  It looks good (with red eyes) and cooks well having a delicate flavour.


Lady Christl:  producing lots of very early, firm, oval, smooth, pale yellow skinned tubers. Creamy flesh remains firm on cooking. Bulks up quickly as a first early or leave as a second early. Good disease resistance including golden eelworm.

Desiree :  The world's most popular red potato. Pale yellow with firm waxy flesh. Versatile for all cooking, Good drought resistance.


Swift :The earliest early!  Produces a good crop with delicate new potato taste in as little as 7 weeks.  Close planting recommended (9 - 10") so good for container growing if you don't have much space.

King Edward :  A firm favourite for roasting. The creamy white flesh rarely discolours on cooking. The classic Christmas roasted potato.


Ulster Sceptre:  Waxy tubers with a high yield.  Best eaten early and fresh.

Maris Piper :  Versatile all rounder. Dry, floury, creamy-white flesh of good flavour rarely discolours on cooking. The best chipping variety around. Golden eelworm resistant, purple flowers.

Amorosa (organic) - Beautiful long oval deep red tubers with creamy yellow flesh. High yielding with moderate resistance to tuber blight, scab and leaf roll virus.

Milva (organic) : With flavour to rival the salad varieties, this variety from Holland has given the highest yield on three separate trial sites. The long oval tubers have waxy yellow flesh and good flavour, and are delicious both hot and cold. Resistant to blight.


Bonnie - Uniform shape, yellow skinned with pink splashes and creamy flesh.  Good for boiling and baking.  Good disease tolerance and resistance to golden eelworm.

Pink Fir Apple :  This is a late maincrop variety.  Tubers are firm and tasty both hot and cold.  They also fry well and make for decadent chips.  The tubers and knobbly and best cooked in their skins.


Charlotte (organic):  Reliable high yielding waxy salad potato.  The 'classic' salad potato

Romano : This is an early maincrop potato related to Desiree and having a pale red skin.  It has better blight and slug resistance than Desiree and has a milder flavour.


Kestrel - Attractive smooth skinned tubers with violet eyes. The gardeners' favourite second early. Versatile for all cooking purposes. Shows good slug resistance and golden eelworm resistance.

Sarpo Mira (organic) : extremely blight and virus resistant and also drought tolerant.  Red skinned general purpose floury potato.


Smile:  Smile has attracted great interest due to its unique colouration. With its bright red skin and distinctive white 'smile' around the eye this variety is unmistakeable.
